2.2. RECOMMENDATIONS FOR RESEARCH ORGANISATIONS

For generative Al to be used in a responsible manner, research organisations should:

1.

Promote, guide and support the responsible use of generative Al in research
activities.

Research organisations provide and/or facilitate training for all career levels and
disciplines, including for research managers and research support staff, on using
generative Al, especially (but not exclusively) on verifying output, maintaining
privacy, addressing biases and protecting intellectual property rights and sensitive
knowledge.

Research organisations promote an atmosphere of trust where researchers are
encouraged to transparently disclose the use of generative Al without concerns for
adverse effects.?’

Research organisations provide support and guidelines to ensure compliance with
ethical and legal requirements (EU data protection rules, protection of intellectual
property rights, etc.).

Actively keep track of the evolution and use of generative Al systems within their
organisations.
